
“Baby, Baby, Baby” Card

This adorable card, reminiscent of a cozy patchwork quilt, is perfectly suited to 
welcome baby’s arrival. It can be adapted for any theme by simply switching colors.  

Materials:
Sanook Pink Handmade Paper
(#735-3307)
Sanook White Handmade Paper
(#735-3301)
Sanook Blue Handmade Paper
(#735-3306)
Moments ‘n Memories White Ric-
Rack (#168-0208)
Cre8 Computer Crafts Cardstock
(#085-0073)

You’ll Also Need:
Pinking Shears
Buttons
Alphabet Stamps
Light Blue, Light Pink Dye Stamping Inks
Adhesive

Instructions:
1. Cut cardstock to 10” x 7” and fold in half to create a 5” x 7” card body. Set
aside.
2. Cut pink paper to 5” x 7” and use as cardfront background. Cut white paper to
4 1/2” x 6 1/2” and attach to pink paper, centering.
3. Cut two 2” x 2” squares from pink paper with pinking shears and one from
blue paper.
4. Attach buttons on top of squares with clear adhesive tape. Adhere to cardfront
according to project picture (orient the cardfront the long way–so the fold will be
on top).
5. Stamp “baby” three times in alternating inks. See project picture.
6. Run a length of white ric-rack along the bottom, adhering in back. Attach card-

front to card body, fold side up.
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
